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I. THE UNIVERSITY: AN INTRODUCTION
Punjabi University, Patiala, one of
the premier institutions of higher

education in North India, was
established on 30%™ April, 1962 under
the Punjab Act No. 35 of 1961. It is

the second university in the world to
be named after a language, the first
being Hebrew University of Jerusalem
in Israel. The  wuniversity was
established to develop and promote
the language, literature, and culture
of Punjab; but over the period of
time, it has evolved into a multi-
faceted and multi-faculty educational
institution with over seventy teaching
and research departments covering
multiple disciplines. The university
takes pride in the achievement of 'A+'
Grade status awarded by the National
Assessment and Accreditation Council
(NAAC), an autonomous body of the
Univesity Grants Commission (UGC).

The university has a modern,
well planned, and peaceful campus
situated on Patiala-Chandigarh
highway. It presents a splendid sight
of beautiful buildings including the
famous Guru Gobind Singh Bhawan.
2. CENTRE FOR DISTANCE AND
ONLINE EDUCATION: AN
INTRODUCTION

Centre for Distance and Online
Education, Punjabi University, Patiala
was orginally established as Directorate
of Correspondence Courses in 1968.
It has been a pioneer in imparting
education through the distance and
online mode. It was the first
department in India to introduce a
regional language as the medium of
instruction and examination. Presently,

the multi-faculty department is
running 32 academic/professional
programmes which includes 5

undergraduate courses. However, for
the session begiinning from Jan.-Feb.,
2026, only seven courses are being
offered. The Centre has six Learner
Support Centres, at Guru Kashi
Campus of the university in Talwandi
Sabo; University Constituent College,
Barnala; SD college, Barnala; Punjabi

Universirty Akali Phoola Singh
Neighbourhood Campus, Dehla
Seehan, Sangrur; Desh Bhagat

College, Bardwal Dhuri; and Regional
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Centre, Bathinda. Students enrollment
in the Centre has been as high as
twelve thousand (per academic
session) during the previous few years.
The Centre is proud of its
students who have always performed
exceptionally well in the wuniversity
examinations, lending credence to the
fact that the distance and online
modes of learning are second to none.

1. IMPORTANT INSTRUCTIONS
REGARDING FEES

1.1. If there is any increase in
Examination Fee, Tuition Fee , or annual
charges etc. pertaining to any course at
a later stage, the candidate shall have to
pay the dues.

1.2. Library Security
Rs. 735/- as Library Security is a part
of Tuition Fee and other charges. The
candidate who has already paid library
security in the first year of an integrated
course is not required to pay the same
in the subsequent years of the same
course (provided there is no gap year).
The candidate can withdraw security
within a year of leaving the Centre
through prescribed application form
available alongwith the prospectus on
the website of the Centre. Last date for
applying for withdrawal is 15th July of
the next year in which the result of his/
her final examinaton of the course is
declared.

1.3. Discrepency Fee
A candidate, is required to submit full
Tuition Fee, Examination Fee and other
charges alongwith the admission form.
In case the full fee is not paid, he/she
shall be charged Rs. 350/- as
Discrepancy Fee.

1.4. Regular employees of Punjabi
University, Patiala will be exempted
from the payment of Tuition Fee,
Library Security, Medical Fee and
Library Membership Fee.

1.5. Examination Roll Number/Detail
Marks Card/Degree of a defaulter
students will be withheld.

2. MODE OF PAYMENT OF FEES

Candidates can deposit fees (except
M.A. Education) via a link given on the
website of the Centre through Debit card/
Credit card/Internet Banking.
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Important Instuctions regarding fee:
2.1.Fee once deposited in the University
Bank Account can’t be refunded by
the bank.
2.2.0nly original bank receipt (pay-in-slip)
will be accepted by the Centre. No
photocopy of the receipt will be
accepted.

2.3.In case of loss of pay-in-slip, the
candidate may obtain certificate of
proof of having deposited fee from the
concerned branch of the bank.

2.4.Any fees paid by the student in excess
of the fees mentioned in the
prospectus will not be refunded by the

Centre. The additional fee paid may

be adjusted in the next class as per

the instructions of the Director. If the

student is in the final year, the fee can

be refunded only after the approval of

the Finance Officer of the university.
3. REFUND OF TUITION FEE AND
OTHER CHARGES

In case the certificates submitted
by an applicant are found to be bogus
or forged or if wrong information is
provided by him/her, Tuition Fee and
other charges remitted by the
candidate shall not be refunded.

It is the sole responsibility of the
applicant to check his/her eligibility
before applying. If he/she is ineligible
for admission in the course he/she
has applied for, the fees paid shall be
refunded after a deduction of 25% of
the Tution Fee. However, Examination
Fee and annual charges, if paid, will
be fully refunded.

Multiple payments received for the
same course/category due to some
technical fault, will be considered for
refund.

If an applicant chooses to withdraw
his/her application for admission, the
fees paid will be refunded as per UGC/
Punjabi University rules.

In case of the death of a student
during an academic session, his/her

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entire fee (including annual charges)
will be refunded to his/her family on
production of the death certificate and
an affidavit. But if lessons have already
been sent to the student by the Centre,
10% processing fee will be deducted
from the Tuition Fee.

3.6 In case a candidate shifts from
another department to Centre for
Distance and Online Education or vice
versa, fees paid by him/her will be
adjusted, but the candidate will have
to pay the difference in fees, if any.

Note :

a. After admission in the CDOE due to
the reason shown above at serial
number 3.2 and 3.4 to 3.6,
'application fee' is non-refundable and
non-transferable.

4. FEE CONCESSION

4.11If two or more real brothers/sisters are
studying in the Centre, benefit of half
tuition fee concession would be allowed
to only that child/children whose course
fee (including all funds) is the minimum.
However, concession shall not be
allowed to a married child/children, as
he/she cannot be considered as
dependent on the parents.

4.2 Students suffering from Cancer/AIDS/
Thalassemia - will pay only
Examination Fee + Practical Fee and
Library Security.

4.3 Children/dependents of the members of
Armed Forces (including para-military
personnel) who have either been killed or
permanently disabled in the Indo-Pak
Conflicts of 1965 and 1971; and Indo-
Chinese conflict of 1962, and operations
of Indian Peace Keeping Force (IPKF) in Sri
Lanka, are entitled to total Tution Fees
exemption (if their monthly income is
less than Rs. 1500/-).
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4.4 Wife/children of the regular employees
of Punjabi University, Patiala, will be
granted concession as per following
provided that they themselves are not
employed:

a) 75 % Tuition Fee concession to those who
are drawing salary upto Rs. 57700/ - per
month (Basic + Secretriat Pay wherever
applicable)

b) 25% Tuition Fee concession to those

drawing salary Rs. 57701/- to 66800/-
(Basic + Secretriate Pay wherever
applicable)

¢) No Tuition Fee concession to those
drawing salary of Rs. 66801 /- and above
per month (Basic + Secretriat Pay
wherever applicable)

(this concession shall be limited upto
two children)

The candidate must pay full fee,
deducting Tuition Fee according to the
above concessions and postal charges
Rs. 450/- (on request).

4.5 Regular employees of Punjabi
University, Patiala are exempted from
the payment of Tuition Fee, Library
Security Rs. 735/-, Medical Fee Rs. 55/
-,Library Membership Fee Rs. 45/- and
Postal Charges Rs. 450/-. Permission
from the Department/office where the
employee is posted is compulsory to
avail this concession.

4.6 Child of a person killed in 1984 riots or
terrorist violence in Punjab State.

4.7 Child of a person killed as a result of action
by security forces in the aid of civil war.

4.8 Child of a 100% physically disabled riot
affected person.

4.9 Child of a sikh migrant.

4.10 Child of an army personnel killed/
relieved from duty due to 100%
physical disability.

For Sr. No. 4.6-4.10, candidate will
deposit only Examination Fee +
Practical fee and Library Security.

4.11 Physically Handicapped (40% and
above) are exempted from only
Examination Fee.
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5. POST MATRIC SCHOLARSHIP
SCHEME"
SC/ST Category : This scheme is
applicable in the case of those
candiates, annual income of whose
parents is not more than Rs. 2.5 lakh.
For Post Matric Scholarship, SC/ST
candidates, taking admission after filling
online form, will deposit Rs. 1235/- in
first year of the course. For the second
and third year (without gap), the
candidates taking admission online will
deposit Rs. 500/- including Late Fee at
the time of admission. Any late fee will
also have to be paid by the student at
the time of admission. To avail the
concession under "AASHIRWAD
SCHEME", the candidate has to be
registered for "AASHIRWAD SCHEME"
and has to apply with allotted ID under
Punjab Government Instructions.

PART-I (SEMESTERS I & II)

Admission to B.Com. Part-I course is
open to any candidate who has passed
10+2 examination of Punjab School
Education Board or any other
examination recognised as equivalent
thereto with atleast :

(a) 40% marks in aggregate in the
case of candidates who have
passed 10+2 in Commerce Group.

OR
(b) 45% marks in the aggregate in case
of candidates who have passed
10+2 in Accounts, Humanities
Group with atleast two papers out
of Commerce/Mathematics/
Economics/Management.
OR
(c) 50% marks in the aggregate in case
of candidates who have passed
10+2, but are not covered under (a)
and (b) section mentioned above.
Note : A candidate placed under reappear
in one or more subjects in 10+2
examination shall not be eligible for ad-
mission to B.Com. Part-I.

B.COM. PART-II (SEMESTERS III & IV)

To qualify for admission to B.Com.
Part-II, a candidate must have passed 50%
of total papers of the two semesters of the
first year.

Any form that is
incomplete or is sent without fees will not
be accepted.

1.3 Details of the examination on the basis
of which a candidate is seeking admission
to a specific course must be clearly filled
in the relevant column.

1.4 The spellings of the name of the
candidate and spellings written in the
Admission Form should correspond with
those written in his/her Matriculation/
Senior Secondary certificate or with that
of the last examination passed or any
examination equivalent thereto. If any
discrepancy is found in the admission
form, Rs. 350/-will be charged from the
candidate.

1.5 Subjects offered for the course should
be appropriately filled in the proper
column.

Note : A candidate who is already registered
with Punjabi University, Patiala, must fill up
his/her registration number in the Admission
Form. If he/she does not do so and is assigned
another registration number, the new
registration number will be cancelled when
the discrepancy is noticed. The previously

alloted number will prevail. The candidate will
be charged Rs. 5000/- for the same.

2. PROVISIONAL ADMISSION -
(FOR UNFAIR MEANS CASES)
A candidate involved in an Unfair

Means Case (UMC) can seek
provisional admission in the next
class at his/her own risk and

responsibility (pending decision in his/
her case). His/Her provisional
admission will be cancelled and fees
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paid by the candidate will be
refunded, if the Unfair Means
Committee disqualifies him/her.

3. PROVISIONAL RESULT

No candidate will be admitted in
any course on the basis of provisional
result intimation-letters issued by the
Controller of Examination of this
university unless especially specified
by the Controller of Examination.

4. RECOGNITION OF
EXAMINATIONS OF OTHER
UNIVERSITIES
The certificates/degrees issued by

all statutory universities or institutions

recognised by the Association of

Indian Universities (Inter-University

Board) are considered equivalent

(unless specified otherwise) to the

corresponding certificates/degrees of

this wuniversity for the purpose of
admission to various courses.

IMPORTANT NOTE
A candidate seeking admission to

any integrated course must have
passed the subject of Punjabi in
Matriculation/Higher Secondary/+2

examination; otherwise, he/she will not
be given admission. However, those
seeking admission to the B.Com./B.A.
Part-I may pass Punjabi (Matric level) or
Punjabi Praveshika, during the course.

5. INFORMATION REGARDING
MUDHLA GYAN

Mudhla Gyan in lieu of Punjabi

Compulsory shall be allowed to the

following categories of candidates :

5.1 Those who have passed their
Matriculation examination from a
school located outside the State of
Punjab or an examination
recognized as equivalent thereto.

5.2A candidate whose mother

tongue is not Punjabi.
A candidate who is residing in

father/mother/guardian (in case
that his/her father is deceased) of
the candidate provides an affidavit
that the candidate has not studied
Punjabi at the school level.

A candidate who has passed
his/her Matriculation examination
from a school in the State of
Punjab is not allowed to take up
the subject of Mudhla Gyan in
lieu of Punjabi Compulsory at the
under graduate level.

6. REQUIRED ORIGINAL CERTIFICATES
AND MIGRATION CERTIFICATE

All original certificates must be
submitted with a hard copy of the original
form within 15 days of applying online.
However, the migration certificate may be
provided within one month of applying.
After that, Rs. 1000/- will be charged as
late fee (subject to permission of Director,
Centre for the Distance and Online
Education).

6.1 EXEMPTION FROM MIGRATION

CERTIFICATE
The following categories of candidates

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7. DOCUMENTS REQUIRED TO BE

SUBMITTED WITH THE
ADMISSION FORM

7.1 A candidate who applies for admission

online must send the hard copy of the
admission form, self-attested photo
copies of certificates, migration
certificate and fee receipt required for
eligibility for the said course within one
week from the date of submission of
the online admission through courier/
registered post to the The Assistant/
Deputy Registrar, Centre for
Distance and Online Education,
Punjabi University, Patiala. The
Name of the Candidate and Course
should be clearly written on the
envelope.

7.2 A candidate applying for admission at

the entry level Semester-I of a course,
must send hard copy of the admission
form, photo copies of certificates,
migration certificate alongwith fee
receipt. They must also attach the
original certificates, migration
certificate required for eligibility for the
course within one week from the date
of submission of the online admission.
The documents should be sent to the
Assistant/Deputy Registrar through
courier/registered post to the
Director, Centre for Distance and
Online Education, Punjabi
University, Patiala.

7.3 The candidate must send the receipt of

fees deposited through SBI Collect/
core-banking alongwith the admission
form.

7.4 A self-attested photo copy /original/

provisional Certificate/Degree and the
Detailed Marks Certificate on the basis
of which admission is being sought
must be sent.

7.5 Self-attested copy of the certificate of

the date of birth in Christian era and
copy of Matric Detailed Marks Card
must be sent.
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7.6 If applicable, Migration Certificate must
be sent in original.

7.7A candidate who has applied under
the Post Matric Scholarship Scheme
(PMS) should follow the instructions for
sending their documents on page 14-
16 for both English and Punjabi.

7.8 The date on which a candidate applies
for admission online and pays the fees,
will be considered the date of
admission.

7.9 A Candidate with gap year will have to
attach the result of previous class/
course.

8. REJECTION OF ADMISSION FORM

The Admission Form is liable to be
rejected due to any of the following reasons:
8.11If it is incomplete or the required
original documents are not attached.
8.21If the candidate does not fulfil the
eligibility condition.

8.31If the qualifying examination on the
basis of which admission is sought, is
not recognised by Punjabi University.

8.41f fees and other charges are not paid
in full.

8.5If the particulars furnished in the

Admission Form are found to be

incorrect, incomplete or wrong.

Please note that the case of refund of
Tuition Fee and Other Charges of such
candidates shall be dealt with in
accordance with the provisions mentioned
in the Prospectus under the heading :
Refund of Tuition Fee and Other Charges.

9. VERIFICATION OF ORIGINAL
CERTIFICATES

A candidate who has passed the
qualifying examination on the basis of
which they are seeking admission to a
Course from any Board/University (other
than Punjabi University) is required to
submit the original degrees/certificates for
verification. The Centre reserves the
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right to cancel the provisional admission
and/or the result of any part of the
examination of the concerned course of
a candidate whose degree/documents
are found to be bogus, forged or tampered
with. It shall be the responsibility of the
candidate to submit the required
certificates and documents within the
stipulated period as and when demanded,
failing which his/her admission shall
stand cancelled without any notice.

The original certificates/
documents will be returned to the
candidate after verification.

10.ELIGIBILITY CONDITIONS FOR
EXAMINATION AND
CONTINUATION FEE

A candidate, enrolled for any course
being run by the Centre, is required to
fulfil the conditions to become eligible to
take the examination (as laid down for each
course in the Prospectus). These
conditions, inter-alia, include attending the
Personal Contact Programme(s) with a
minimum percentage of attendance which
is mandatory and submission of
Response-Sheets etc. If a candidate fails
to fulfil all/any of these condition and is
not permitted to take the examination, can
revive his/her eligibility during the next
academic session by making up the
deficiency by attending the Personal
Contact Programme(s) with the requisite
number of lectures and/or by submitting
the requisite number of Response-Sheets/
Term Papers as the case may be. The
candidate will have to submit an
application in this regard and deposit
continuation fee of Rs. 500/- through SBI
collect/ MOPS (online). For fee related
details, see pages 9 to 11. In case of
semester examination, the application
should reach the Centre alongwith the
related admission-cum- examination form
by 31st July.
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A candidate who has obtained
migration certificate from this university
can not be considered for continuation.

A candidate who does not fulfill the
conditions regarding Response Sheets,
attendance in Personal Contact
Programmes, Practical/Seminar/Viva
Voce etc. (given in detail with respective
courses) will be considered ineligible for
appearing in the annual examination.

11.CHANGE OF SUBJECT/OPTION/
MEDIUM

11.1 Students are not allowed to change
the Option/Subject or medium (in
which they want to study/take exam
filled in by them in their Admission
Forms. They are, therefore, required
to be very careful while filling in their
Admission Forms.

12. RESERVATION POLICY

Admission to the reserved seats
will be as per Punjabi University/Govt. of
Punjab norms regarding reservation.

12.1 WARDS OF KASHMIRI MIGRANTS

As per letter No. 3-1/2012-NER,
dated 12.03.2015 from the Ministry of
Human Resource and Development,
Department of Higher Education,
Government of India regarding the
following concessions to the Kashmiri
Migrants for admission to the educational
institutions during the semesters
beginning from February 2026:

12.1.1 Relaxation of cut off
percentage upto 10% subject to minimum
eligibility requirement.

ADMISSION GUIDELINES FOR ORPHAN

CHILDREN SUPERNUMERARY
ADDITIONAL SEATS(U.G.COURSES
ONLY)

In accordance with the instructions by
National Commission for Protection of
Child Rights, Govt. of India vide
Notification No:F.No. 26020/05/2023/
NCPCR/JJ/DD12184 Dated 14.12.2023,
w.e.f. session 2025-26. Two (02)
Supernumerary seats (one male and one
female) are created in each UG program
that will be reserved for Punjab Domicile
candidates only. Following modalities are
approved by the Honorable Vice-
Chancellor, Punjabi University, Patiala on
06.06.2025 on the recommendation of the
approved committee:
12.3.1 Criteria Selection of
Candidates: -
Criteria-I: Income of the applicant (if self-
employed) and /or guardian (Lower to be
preferred).
Criteria-II: In case of tie between two or
more applicants as per Criteria-I, then
preference shall be given to ‘percentage
of marks in the eligibility qualification’ of
applicant (higher percentage marks will be
preferred).
Criteria-III: In case there is further a tie
between two or more applicants as per
Criteria-I and Criteria-II, then
‘Date of Birth’ will be considered for
breaking the tie. Applicant senior in age
will be preferred.
12.3.2 Candidates will be required to
present the required documents which
include death certificate of
parents(Father & Mother), affidavit of being

for
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an orphan, which must be attested by a
Notary Public, during the counselling.
12.3.3 If the candidate has a legal
guardian, an affidavit will be given by him/
her stating that the candidate

does not have parents and that he/she is
taking care of them as a guardian.

12.3.4 In case the candidate is below 18
years of age, an affidavit will be given by
his/her guardian.

12.3.5 The candidate will submit annual
income certificate of its own (if self-
earning) or its guardian’s.

12.3.6 If the candidate is residing in an
orphanage approved by the government,
then the candidate will submit a letter of
recommendation from that orphanage. If
the candidate is not residing in an
orphanage approved by the government,
then that candidate will submit an affidavit
issued by the Executive Magistrate.

Note: In case of missing parent (father
or mother or both), a copy of police
complaint for the same or relevant
document is to be submitted. Where
child is abandoned and/or death
certificate(s) or parents are not available,
the candidate needs to submit a letter
of recommendation from government
approved orphanage where he/she is
currently living or an affidavit from
executive magistrate as mentioned
above.

12.3.7 The entire fee of the candidate will
be waived off at the time of admission. If
the candidate requires hostel facility of the
candidate, then the accommodation fee
will be waived off. The candidate will have
to pay the hostel mess bill.

12.3.8 If any document provided by the
candidate is found to be false, forged or
different from the original at any time, the
candidate’s admission will be cancelled
immediately without any priorn notice.
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13. EXAMINATION CENTRES
As per the guidelines of DEB
(UGC) 2017, examination centres
will be created at the district
headquarter within the territorial
jurisdiction of the University.

14. For Re-evaluation, fail/re-appear

Important Guidelines

SECTION - II

GENERAL INFORMATION

The ordinances in force at the time a
candidate joins a course shall hold
good only for the examination held
during or at the end of the academic
year. Nothing contained in this
prospectus shall be deemed to debar
the University from amending the
rules/regulations/ordinances. Any
subsequently amendments, if any,
shall apply to all students, whether
old or new.

Notwithstanding the information
contained in the prospectus, the Vice-
Chancellor will have the right that he,
in consultation with the Standing
Committee of the Academic Council,
can delete, change or make additions
to any of the provisions contained
therein.

If there is any ambiguity in the
interpretation of rules given in this
Prospectus, the decision of the Vice-
Chancellor shall be final.

The Director, Centre for Distance and
Online Education, reserves the right
to deny admission to any candidate
in any course without assigning any
reason.

All related disputes will be settled
within courts of Patiala jurisdiction
only.

A candidate can undertake two major
courses in the same academic year
from Centre for Distance and Online
Education. Furthermore, a candidate
pursuing a major course from CDOE
can also pursue another major course
through regular mode (From Punjabi
University Patiala only).

HOSTEL FACILITIES
Outstation students may be given

accommodation in the Punjabi University
hostels if they come to Patiala for the
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following purposes, (subject to availability
of seats, on first-come-first- served’ basis):

2.1 for attending Personal Contact
Programmes.

2.2 for appearing in University
Examination at Patiala centre.

This facility is available only for the
actual dates of Personal Contact
Programmes and for the duration of the
examination. The students hailing from
far-off places will be allowed to stay upto
two days before the commencement and
two days after the end of the University
Examination.

2.3 Rs. 40/- per day subject to minimum
charges of Rs. 100/-.

2.4 In addition to the above, a student
has to pay Development Fund and Hostel
Welfare Fund of Rs. 25/- and Rs. 75/-
respectively.

2.5 If any change is made to this fee by
the university, the student will have to comply.
3. MAGAZINE OF THE CENTRE

interest and current topics. It also helps to
motivate them to engage in creative
writing. The magazine contains four
sections, out of which three certain to
languages : English, Hindi and Punjabi.

The students may send their original
compositions/articles in any of the three
languages to the Chief Editor, GYAN DOOT,
Centre for Distance and Online Education,
Punjabi University, Patiala-147002, by
December 31, 2026 at the latest. The

4. LIBRARY OF THE CENTRE AND
LEARNER SUPPORT CENTRES
The Centre is maintaining its own

library. Its rich collection of books, a wide

range of journals, reference section,
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skilled help from Library staff in use of
material, provision of postal service and
efficient lending facilities, contribute
significantly in rendering assistance to the
students. Under the postal service
scheme, the students can borrow books
through post by making a written request
to the Library Incharge . For this purpose,
he/she has to send his/her Identity Card
and also indicate the name(s) of the
book(s) required. The books are issued for
one month. These can be re-issued if not
required by other students. A student who
does not return the books in time will be
charged Re. 2/- per day per book.

The Centre has also established
Learners Support Centres at the following
places where students can consult books:

Any student can sit, read or borrow
books from these centres.

Double
membership is not allowed. The students
can consult the concerned library incharge
in case of any problem.

5. VIDEO LESSONS

The Centre has prepared several
Video lessons on various subjects/topics
pertaining to the syllabi of different
courses. These lessons supplement the
study material and class room lectures;
and will be made available to the students
from time to time.

6. REFUND OF LIBRARY SECURITY
The library security is refundable (on

request) within one year of the completion
of the course, i.e. before 15 July of next
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year. The prescribed Application Form is
available at the website of the Centre. In
case a student takes admission in another
course in the Centre, he/she will have to
submit library security afresh. It will not be
adjusted.

7. INFORMATION ABOUT THE
IDENTITY CARD

All the students admitted to the
Centre are issued Identity Cards. Books
from the Library will be issued only on the
production of this card at the lending
counter. The card is valid up to the end of
the academic session, i.e. 30 June, 2027.
If a student leaves his/her studies before
the completion of the course, his card will
be cancelled. In case the card is lost, the
student can obtain a duplicate Identity
Card after paying a fee of Rs. 65/- as per
the procedure laid down by the University/
Centre. The student must keep this card
with him/her whenever he/she visits
the Library/Study Centre or comes to
attend Personal Contact Programme in
the Centre. The card may also be needed
in the examination hall.

8. ALUMNI ASSOCIATION

To remain in contact with the old
students, an Alumni Association has been
formed by the Centre. Detailed
information about the objectives,
conditions for membership, executive
council, its functions etc. has been
provided in the rules/regulations formed
by the Punjabi University, Patiala. Any
student of the Centre may become the
member of this association by paying an
annual membership fee of Rs. 700/-.
